Course Description 
 
The first day will be working on and reviewing valuable 
fundamentals. Participants will go through a series of 
exercises in black and white and color to increase 

understanding of color and value. This is an essential skill in 
all painting but it has particular application in pastel painting 

because of the frequent need to mix and/or match different 
sticks of pastels. We will also further our understanding of 
simplifying values to create a stronger structure and 
composition of your painting. 

 

The second day we will continue working with those same 
principles working from still life set-ups. We will explore 
more deeply how simplification and arrangement of values is 
essential to a good picture. We will also explore various 
methods of pastel application. 

 
For the third day, each person will choose from the Still Life, 
Landscape, or Portrait/Figure class. These classes will have 
little demonstration but will consist mostly of working on 

your own picture where I will give individual attention and 
help.
